Dear Families,  

Wow, we have had a great month of September with your 4 year old. They have adjusted well to the new routine and the learning 

challenges. Most importantly, they are making friends and feeling comfortable at school. It just makes my day to see their 

smiling faces each morning and to  watch them blossom.  

 October promises to be a busy, exciting month. We will be learning our straight line letters F, E, H, T and I. A few Parents have 

asked why I do not teach handwriting in alphabetical order. I use the awarding winning program Handwriting Without Tears. 

If you look at straight letters they consist of 2 things long and short lines. It's much easier for a child to successfully learn to 

write these letters first and then move on to the letters that have curves and slants. We will cover all the letters before the 

end of the year. 

 The week of October 3, we will be learning the letter F and its sound and our theme is fall leaves. We will be learning about 

seasonal changes and doing a science project growing grassy pinecones. We will be working on sorting skills with leaf 

blower. 

 The week of October 10 we will be learning the letter E and using the theme safety. Mr. Nick (Avery's Dad and a Canton 

firefighter) will come to WCCP to help your Child learn about fire safety. I will also introduce Seymour the smoke detector. 

Seymour will lead us on our fire drills for the rest of the year. 

 Don't forget on Friday October 14 we will be traveling to Erwin Orchards in South Lyon. We will meet there at 10 am. We will take 

a wagon tour of the orchard, pick apples and a pie pumpkin. (please bring a plastic grocery bag marked with your name) We 

also will have a glass of cider and a donut. Please remember to sign up on the board and dress according to the weather. 

 The week of October 17, we will explore apples and pumpkins and learn the letter H. We will be comparing apples and pumpkins 

(math and language) and graphing apples. We will be cooking apple burritos. We will be  playing pass the pumpkin to help 

the Children to learn what is a letter and what is a number. 

 The week of October 24 we will be learning about Halloween and the letter T. We will create a class book about What Will I be for 

Halloween.  

 On October 31 we will have our class Halloween party and walk. Parents please plan to return at 11 for the fun. There is a page in 

this newsletter that will give you information about the party and the walk. Don't forget to sign up on the board for party 

goodies and bring treats for the walk.
